« Onsite medication dispensary for common medica-
tions

» Pediatric acute care (ages 2+)

« Nearby imaging services

No. Services at the Coalition Health Center are offered
at no cost for eligible members and their families. Most
visits and services are fully covered.

Yes! The onsite medication dispensary offers common
medications for both acute and chronic conditions,
eliminating the need to visit a separate pharmacy in
many cases.

Yes, for established patients. A 24/7 RN triage line is
available to support urgent care needs outside of regular
clinic hours, with all encounters documented in your
medical record.

The Coalition Health Center is an additional, no-cost
option. You are welcome to continue care with your cur-
rent provider if you choose, but the clinic may offer more
convenient access, faster appointments, and no out-of-
pocket costs.
